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Big Idea:  Throughout time and across cultures, artists have expressed emotions through realistic art.
Lesson Title:  Emotions through Realism
Grade/Class: 7th Grade
Time Allotment:  9 days, 40 minutes each.

OVERVIEW
1) Lesson Summary: 
        	At the start of the lesson, the students will observe various abstract expressionistic art. The students will be asked to discuss stories of emotions from their observation. Along with discussing abstract expressionistic art, they will be asked to relate personal stories to their own emotion thumbnails from the previous lesson. After writing and discussing, the students will create a large line drawing expressing a negative and positive emotion related to their previous thumbnails. They will construct large versions of two thumbnails. The students can use paint, colored pencil, permanent marker, or mixed media for their projects.

OBJECTIVES:
The students will…
1) Knowledge
· Describe the emotions depicted in famous self-portraits and write ideas down in sketchbooks.
· Discuss classmates’ artwork and give them suggestions.
· Compare facial expressions to emotions through discussion, sketchbook entries, and final self-portraits.
· Compare facial expressions to positive and negative emotions from the previous lesson in their portrait. 
2) Skills
· Create a split self-portrait by drawing and painting or using colored pencil, using materials with care.
· Plan what colors and materials will be used by filling out exit slips.
· Write suggestions from classmates down in sketchbooks to review ongoing work.
· Write explanation of facial expressions and color used on portrait in sketchbook.
· Write labels in the sketchbooks, keeping them neat and organized. Example: suggestions, inspiration, colors, materials, etc.)
3) Dispositions
· Assess their own work by observing their project and writing suggestions down in their sketchbook.
· Assess the unit and what they learned by completing a 4,3,2,1 Reflection sheet.
· Better understand how to how to express emotion through creating a split self-portrait, either realistically or abstractly.
· Use their time wisely when creating their final portrait. 

ASSESSMENT:  
·      PREASSESSMENT:
- The students will discuss works of art and write ideas down in sketchbooks. This will be counted for participation.
·      FORMATIVE ASSESSMENT:
- The students will be asked to write in their sketchbooks and participate in class discussion. Grading for this will be based off of a rubric.
-Students will keep an ongoing sketchbook. This will be graded with a checklist and in participation points.
- Students will complete exit slips counted as participation points.
·      SUMMATIVE ASSESSMENT:
- The sketchbooks will be graded with a checklist. (Attached at the end of the lesson)
- The final portrait will be graded with a checklist.
- Students will fill out a 4,3,2,1 Reflection sheet, which will be graded. (Attached at the end of the lesson)
- Participation will be graded with a rubric. (Attached at the end of the lesson)
- Students will participate in a class critique included in the rubric. 

 
INSTRUCTIONAL PROCEDURES:
Day One:
1) Motivation (15 minutes): Before the students arrive, the teacher will put portraits around the room. The following questions will also be written on the board: “ How can artists use realism to express emotions in art?” and “How can artists express emotions with self-portraits?” When the students arrive to the classroom, the teacher will ask them to think about the questions while they are seated. The teacher will also read the questions out loud. After they think about the questions, they will be asked to walk around the room and look at the art around the room. While walking, the students will be asked to carry their sketchbooks and write answers or ideas about the questions. They should also write down the emotions they think the portraits portray.  The students should sit in their assigned seats after they are done writing and viewing the artwork. After all students are seated, they will be asked to talk about their answers with the teacher, and then share them with the class if they would like to.
2) Development (15 minutes): After the discussion, the teacher will begin to introduce the self-portrait project. The students will do a split self-portrait based on the positive and negative emotion they chose from the previous lesson. The students will be told their portrait can be either realistic or more abstract. Every student will learn how to grid pictures to help, in case they choose a realistic manner for their portrait. The students will be told they will be getting their picture taken in order to grid their face. At this time, the teacher exemplar will be shown and explained. The teacher will explain to the students that their art from the second lesson will serve as the background for their self-portrait. After the explanation, the teacher will demonstrate the grid method to the students. They will practice the method in the next class. The teacher will also show pieces by Kathe Koliwitz. This artist uses line gestures in her drawing, and draws in a more sketchy style. This will remind the students that they can still use line in the portraits to help create the emotions. 
3) Culmination (10 minutes): Ending the class, the students will be asked to complete an exit slip for the following question: “What facial expressions can you use to describe your two emotions? The students will be asked to consider each part of the face, including the nose, mouth, eyebrows, etc. The students will also be asked to bring in a 4’’x6’’ photo for next class. The photo can be of anything.
 
Day Two:
1) Motivation (10 minutes): Before the students arrive, the teacher will set up a tripod to take the students’ pictures. The teacher will also place their exit slips at their assigned seats. When the students arrive, they will be asked to look at their exit slips and explain them to the group. They will be asked, “Why did you match the emotions to the facials expressions?” The students will then be asked to share ideas with the class if they would like to. The students will be asked if anyone has changed their mind on their expression as well.
2) Development (25 minutes): After discussion, the teacher will do another demonstration of gridding. The teacher will also write the following steps on the board: 1. Measure a 4’’x6’’ rectangle, 2. Measure one inch dots across the top and bottom of the paper horizontally, 3. Connect the dots vertically, 4) Measure one inch marks across the right and left side of the paper vertically, 5) Connect the dots horizontally. While the students are doing their practice grid, the teacher will call each student to get their picture taken. Between taking pictures, the teacher will ask the students if they have any questions. When taking the pictures, the students will be asked to keep their head still or their pictures will not match for the split picture grid.
3) Culmination (5 minutes): At the end of the class, the teacher will ask the students if they had a hard time with gridding, if they thought it was easy, or if they were in the middle. The students will now complete exit slips based on if they would like to use a grid in their final project.
 
Day Three:
1) Motivation (15 minutes): Before the class arrives, the teacher will set up the tripod again for any students that did not get their picture taken yet. The teacher will now ask what color the students would like their portraits to be. Do they want to choose realistic colors? Do they want to match the colors to the emotions? Should each side be a different color? The teacher will read the questions out loud, and they will be written on the board. The students should discuss the questions with their table and write any ideas in their sketchbooks. The table discussion will be followed by a class discussion. While the students are discussing at their tables, the teacher will finish taking pictures, if needed, and print them immediately.
2) Development (20 minutes): After the discussion concludes, the teacher will demonstrate how to start gridding their portraits. Because it is a split portrait, one picture will have to be cut in half and placed on the other to grid. The teacher will demonstrate this process, and the students can start working. This can be a tricky process, so children will be encouraged to work with a partner to start the grid, but they do not have to. The project paper will be 12”x12”.
3) Culmination (5 minutes): At the end of class, the students will be asked to think about the color for their work again and complete an exit slip of the following question: “How would you like to color your portrait and why?” The students will then put their supplies away and hand their slips in when they leave the classroom.

Day Four:
1) Motivation (5 minutes): Before the students arrive, the teacher will have the exit slips from the previous class waiting in the students’ seats. The students will be asked to share their started art and their exit slips with their table. The student will be told to give their classmates suggestions. Suggestions should be written down in the students’ sketchbooks and referred to while working on the project. The students will be asked to tape their exit slip into their sketchbook.
2) Development (30 minutes): After the discussion, the students will have a work period. The teacher will walk around the room and assist students who need help.
3) Culmination (5 minutes): The students will complete the same exit slip as they did in the previous class. If they changed their answer, they must put why. The students will then put their supplies away and hand their slips in when they leave the classroom.
 
Day Five:
1) Motivation (5 minutes): The motivation will be similar to that of the previous class time. Before the students arrive, the teacher will have the exit slips from the previous class waiting in the students’ seats. The students will be asked to tape their exit slip into their sketchbook. The students will be asked to share their started art with their tables and will be told to give their classmates suggestions. Suggestions should be written down in the students’ sketchbooks and referred to while working in on the project. The students will be asked to tape the exit slip into their sketchbook.
2) Development (30 minutes): The students will have another work period. They will be encouraged to look at their suggestions. The students will be told they can use paint or colored pencil for their projects.
3) Culmination (5 minutes): At the end of class, the students should evaluate their own artwork and write down improvements they think they might need. The following questions will be written on the board: “Do you like how your drawing is turning out? Does this drawing relate to your emotions? What could you improve to better explain your emotions? Is this turning out how you want it to? Will it get better after you color it in?”  The students will be asked to answer at least three of the questions and hand them in as an exit slip. The students will then put their supplies away and hand their slips in when they leave the classroom.
 
Day Six:
1) Motivation (7 minutes): At this class period, the students should be finished or almost finished their drawings. At this time, the students will do a mini critique with their table. They will be asked to list 2 positives and one negative about each student's art. A negative can only be told with a fixable suggestion. After the mini critique is finished, the students will be asked if anyone would like to share good ideas they heard from classmates. The students will be told that hearing others’ ideas may help them improve their own projects. The students will also talk about what material they would like to use to color their picture.
2) Development (30 minutes): The students will finish their drawings and begin coloring. The students will be asked to look back at their exit slips before coloring. If they want to change their colors, they should write a reason why they are changing them before coloring.
3) Culmination (3 minutes): At the end of class, the students will be asked if the mini critique was helpful to them, or not helpful.
 
Day Seven:
1) Motivation (5 minutes): At the beginning of class, the students will have a quick walk around the room to look at their classmates’ progress. The famous artwork from the first day of class will also be back up. This is mainly just for inspiration. The students can write any notes they would like to in their sketchbooks.
2) Development (20 minutes): After the walk around the room, the students will work on finishing their projects.
3) Culmination (15 minutes): At the end of class, the students will ask their classmates for suggestions and write them down in their sketchbook and complete the fixes.  
 
Day Eight:
1) Motivation (3 minutes): As the students walk in, they will be told to look in their sketchbooks for suggestions from the previous class, and they will write any additional ideas down.
2) Development (22 minutes): After the students review their notes, they will finish their portraits. The teacher will tell the students if they are not finished their project, they should finish it for homework or stay after school. If a student does not think this deadline is possible, they should talk to the teacher. The students should use glue sticks to place their portrait on their line drawing.
3) Culmination (15 minutes): At the end of the class the students will be given their sketchbook checklist to tape in the back of their book. At this time, the students will look at the checklist and make sure they have everything on the list. If a student does not have every item, they can complete this for homework. There will also be time for students to ask the teacher any questions about the requirements.
 
Day Nine:
1) Motivation (5 minutes): At the beginning of class, the students will place their artwork around the room and walk around the whole classroom. Each student will be asked to carry their sketchbook around to write comments on artwork done by their classmates. Each student will be given post-it-notes and be asked to put positive comments on someone’s artwork. Every artwork should at least have one post-it-note.
2) Development (25 minutes): As a conclusion to this lesson, the students will be asked to talk about their art, their emotions, stories, and most importantly, their portrait. The students will be asked to discuss how they incorporated their emotions into their portrait based on facial expression, line, and color. The students will be asked to give comments about another person’s work. Only positive comments are allowed because the students are handing in their projects and will not be able to fix any negative feedback.
3) Final Culmination (15 minutes): In conclusion to this unit, the teacher will hand out the 4, 3, 2, 1 Reflection sheet for the students to complete (Reflection attached at the bottom of the lesson). The students will complete this sheet and tape it to the back of their final project. The final project will be handed in along with the sketchbooks before the students leave the classroom.

3) Student Supplies:
- Sketchbook
- Pencils
- Color Pencils
- Paint
- Glue sticks

4) Modifications:
· Learning Disabilities – Someone with a learning disability may have problems with the writing portion of this project. The students are asked to write down ideas several times in their sketchbooks. Something the teacher could do for the student is give them fill-in-the-blank sheets. For example, a sheet could say “The artist expresses emotion in their art by ______.”

· Visual Impairments – In an art classroom, visual impairment can be the hardest impairment to accommodate for. For this student, the pictures will most likely need to be enlarged for the student to see. They also might need to have a magnifying device to help the drawing process as well. If the student is completely blind, they will need a special kind of pen or paper (e.g., Quick Draw Paper) that raises their drawing to they can feel what they draw.

· Hearing Impairments – Depending on the severity of the impairment, the student may need some sort of amplification system where the teacher uses a microphone and the student wears a hearing piece to better hear directions. The teacher could also give the students written directions for each task, and maybe even give them out beforehand so the student can look over them before class.

· General Physical Disabilities – For general physical disabilities, the classroom should be arranged so all supplies are easily accessible for this student. The student should be able to comfortably sit with peers because discussion is a big part of the lesson.

· Low Fine Motor Skills – Low fine motors skills would be a more severe disability in an art classroom. Specifically with using scissors, this can be dangerous. Depending on the severity of the disability, the student can be put with a partner so they can get help with cutting their portrait in half. The teacher must monitor this for the student’s safety. If the disability is very severe, it would be safest if the teacher or a partner cut the portrait for them. The student could also use a partner if they want to grid their project because this can be challenging for any student. Because it does not have to be realistic, the student should be able to color and draw by themselves, with assistance if they ask.
